2003, 18 ft, Trophy, walk-around, cuddy cabin (for inclement weather/rest/reading), 125 hp, swim ladder (swim and skiing), depth and fish finder, VHF radio, down rigger, weighted line, rods and reels, PFDs, CPR/First Aid Certified (US Coast Guard), hundreds of soft and hard baits, ice and more. 

Since diets vary, you will need to bring own food; ice and bottled water provided.  Lunch can be obtained at Signal Ridge Marina if you prefer.  Alcoholic beverages allowed (not provided), and those imbibing will not be allowed at the wheel or on skis (NC law).   All alcoholic beverages must be consumed in a plastic cup.

Each fisherperson needs to have NC fishing license

· Half day fishing for 1-3, $250 (Walleye, Lake Trout, Bass (large and small mouth) – 3 hours ($50 for fourth adult)

·  Full day fishing for 1-3, $400 (6 hours) ($50 for fourth adult)

· Half day fishing for pan fish for children and youth to 16 with at least one adult, $200 (3 hours) … max 5 people

· Full day fishing for pan fish for children and youth to 16 with at least one adult, $350 (6 hours)

· Water Fall tours based on numbers up to 6 persons 

· Picnics to islands based on numbers up to 6 persons/delivery at $25/person, minimum of four persons ($100 minimum/$150 max)
